 To see if you qualify for Federal, State, or  
 Institutional aid, complete the Free Application for 
 Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) as soon as possible 
 after January 1st.  The Holy Cross College FAFSA 
 code is 007263.  The Financial Aid office will  
 contact you once your FAFSA information is  
 received.  Indiana Residents: Remember the State 
 FAFSA deadline is March 10th. 
 

   □ Review acceptance packet for Merit Awards 

 Please consult your acceptance packet to see if 
 you qualified for any merit based scholarships.  
 Additional aid may be available after submitting 
 your FAFSA. 
 

  □ Contact your admission counselor for  

 additional scholarship opportunities 

 If you are in need of additional scholarship dollars, 
 contact your admission counselor to seek out 
 more information about scholarship opportunities 
 that may be available from Holy Cross or outside 
 sources.
